We observe that, from the 
very instance of the birth of a 
child in a Muslim family, the 
system of the Shan’ a (Islamic 
laws) directs the parents or the 
guardians of the infant to grant 
special care to his religious 
and moral 
education. For 
example: 
 
"By carving the 
impression of the 
greatest reality of 
the universe on the 
(lucid) memory of 
the newly born 
baby, by transmitting the 
factual strains of the adhan in 
his/her right ear, and the 
iqamat in his/her left ear. 
 
Along with the above 
recommendations, they are 
instructed to perform the 
Aqiqah (a Muslim ceremony 
of shaving the head of the 
newly-born baby on the 6th 
day after birth, with an animal 

sacrifice, and a feast given on 
the same day). That is to say 
that the opening page of the 
infant’s life, should start from 
the aspect of the philosophy of 
Islam, in which the care of the 
"people of Allah" has been 

considered as 
essential, along 
with His 
remembrance, such 
that t� his ideology 
gets infused in the 
life and the blood of 
the infant, and is 
mixed in the life 
stream of all the 

generations to come. 
 
After this first step, the parents 
are expected to persistently 
endeavour in the positive 
organizing of the brains of 
their children; keeping in view 
the ethical standards and help 
developing in him the 
religious customs and culture. 
It needs to be so, so that they 
may be able to flower into 
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esteemed personalities in this 

world, and on every step and 

at all instances, be considered 

as the exponents of human 

virtues and the Qur'anic 

viewpoint. 

 

Therefore, the prime duty on 

those responsible for the 

education of their dear ones is 

to nourish them under the 

canopy        of     truth,       

breed  them  with  virtues 

deeds, accord them an 

organized mind and make 

them time-conscious.  

 

Moreover, this new generation 

should be so nurtured that   the 

respect of word and treaty 

becomes a part and parcel of 

their personality. They should 

always pay tribute to the 

dignity of labor, and the spirit 

of sympathy to others i - as 

part of their second nature. 

They should have the   

courage to rise for truth, and 

consider the altar of sacrifice 

as a bed of roses! Such that 

standing up against in-justice 

is considered by them as the 

most important virtue. They 

should not consider power in 

equivalence to justice, and 

material success as a sign of 

virtue. They should be a 

refuge for the destitute, a 

fortified barrier ",              

against   tyranny    and   

aggression,    and   be   blessed   

by   the  blessings and the 

good wishes of the oppressed. 

 

In this regard, through his 

dignified son, the Leader of 

the Faithful [Imam Ali (AS)] 

has conveyed to us an ideal 

path and direction, which is of 

extreme importance for us and 

also for our children. 

 

In the year 37 A.H. (657 

A.D.), while returning from 

the Battle of Siffin at the 

location called "Hazereen", 

Imam Ali (AS) inscribed this 

"ethical scripture". 

 

This "Manual of Education" is 

based on 21 points, in which 

the "Genius of the Secrets of 

Allah" has specially 

highlighted the following 

realities: 

 

- The relationship of man with 

the Almighty Allah.  
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- The relationship of man with 

his own self.  

- The relationship of a person 

to other persons. 

 

The whole document is 

addressed to his son, 

Muhammad al Hanafiyya. The 

actual text is quiet lengthy and 

so we present below, just a 

few of its sections: 

 

"The will of the father is that, 

my son! With utmost zeal you 

should kindle the sentiments of 

tenderness and responsibility. 

Obey every Commandment of 

the Almighty Allah. Habituate 

your heart with His 

remembrance, Never let loose 

the rope of Allah; remember 

that the association you owe 

with Allah, there is no other 

association firmer than this 

for contact. Behold! Keep your 

brain and conscience alive 

with elegant discourse! If 

interim desires try to 

overpower you, diffuse them 

with the power of devotion and 

piety. The strength of faith 

illuminates heart and vision. 

 

Enlighten the environment of 

your heart (chest) with the 

light of wisdom. If the desire 

for longevity tries to overtake 

you, defeat it with the 

remembrance of death. 

Preoccupy (yourself) with this 

fact with certainty that this 

world is a pass way and is 

transient. Appraise your soul 

with the misfortunes and 

calamities of this place. Make 

it realize the befalling 

calamities of the days and 

nights. Reveal to it the 

admonitory events of the past. 

Remind it about what befell 

upon those who passed away. 

Roam amongst the ruins and 

rumbles of the past. Observe 

that those who proceeded 

away from this destination - 

from where did they come, and 

to which place did they leave 

for?" "Well, if you would focus 

your attention, you would soon 

realize that they have all left, 

leaving behind all their family 

(and friends)! They have now 

inhabited a new land and 

moreover, you too will turn 

into a symbol of the past!" 
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"Therefore, wherever you are 

destined for, organize a nice 

place of stay there, before 

your arrival. And be cautious! 

Never trade off your eternity 

for your worldly life." 

 

The issue that is not related to 

you, always abstain from 

opening your tongue for it. 

And the issue that is not your 

specialty never enter into it as 

a topic of discussion." 

 

"Note my son! The path whose 

bends and twists endangers 

you to go astray, do not try to 

tread along it. Because it is 

better to stop your steps from 

moving further and be on 

track, than to go off the track, 

and get shattered and lost."   

"Arise in the people, the 

awareness of Divinely-

admired conduct and 

behaviour - awaken 

consciousness so that you may 

be considered amongst the 

pious and auspicious 

personalities. Well of course, 

negate evil deeds and indecent 

discussions in speech and 

conduct." 

Moreover, to the extent 

possible, isolate yourself from 

the nefarious segments of 

society!" 

 

"You are required to keep on 

conducting a praiseworthy 

and exemplary style of Jihad 

(war against evils) on the Path 

of Allah! And never bother 

yourself with any false, 

indecent taunts, or criticism". 

Cultured         "Moreover, 

surmount all the difficulties 

for the attainment of dignified 

standards, and consider all 

difficulties to be transitory. 

Competence in religious 

knowledge is essential.  

 

Habituate yourself to bearing 

hardship, and note that the 

demonstration of forbearance 

and patience enlightens the 

virtues of ethics!" 

 

"0, my son! In every affair 

submit yourself to Allah. In 

this way, you would find 

yourself to be in a strong 

refuge and you would be 

blessed with an extremely 

powerful preservation

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ISLAMIC CONCEPT OF VEIL

Two verses of the Holy Quran 

succinctly and candidly deal 

with the basic concept of veil 

in Islam. First; in Sura An-Nur 

(The light) the 

Quran says: "And 

tell the believing 

women to lower 

their gazes and be 

modest, and to 

display of their 

adornments only 

that which is 

apparent, and to 

draw their veils over their 

bosoms." (24:31) 

 

In this verse it is clearly 

mentioned that sex parts must 

not be exposed and must be 

covered. "Adornment which is 

apparent" alludes to the 

common body parts between 

male and female sexes. The 

face, hands and feet are 

common parts and are exposed 

without any indecency or 

immodesty. Second; The other 

verse of the Holy Quran is in 

Sura AI-Ahzab (The 

confederates). The Quran 

says: "0; Prophet! Tell thy 

wives and thy daughters and 

the women of the believers to 

draw their cloaks close round 

them (when they go 

outside). That will be 

better, that so they 

may be recognized 

and not molested". 

(33:59). The ancient 

Arab history reveals 

the fact that the 

immodest and 

immoral ladies used 

to expose their bodies and 

walk in market without veil. 

They were purchasable 

commodities. They did not 

wear hijab or scarf. They were 

improperly dressed. The 

corrupt people could easily 

decipher and unravel about 

their character or profession.  

They were prostitutes.  Hence 

the Quran announced that 

pious ladies must be properly 

and modestly dressed so that 

when they go out of their 

houses people should 

recognize them as domestic 

chaste, pure and pious ladies 
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and they should not be teased 

or chased. From these two 

above-mentioned Quranic 

verses it is clear that God 

ordains to cover the bodies 

and strictly rejects and 

condemns nudity and 

obscenity. 

Now the question arises as to 

what is the concept of veil in 

Islam. Different jurists and 

interpreters have differently 

interpreted the above-

mentioned Quranic verses 

about veil. Here I would like 

to cite from two illustrious 

contemporary scholars. 

Maulana Moududi of Pakistan 

in his Urdu book entitled 

"Pardah" (The veil) considers 

the covering of body 

obligatory for a Muslim 

woman. In his book entitled 

"Towards understanding 

Islam" on page 150 he writes: 

"Nor should a woman expose 

any part of her body except 

her face and hands to anyone 

other than her husband." Ustad 

Murtaza Motaheri Shaheed of 

Iran in his Persian book 

entitled "Hijab" (The veil) 

does not consider the covering 

of face obligatory. But both 

scholars of eminence believe 

that a Muslim lady must wear 

"scarf" and cover her head for 

identity and sobriety. They 

also in detail discuss that 

covering of sexual parts was 

obligatory in ancient Greek 

and Roman culture and was 

religiously obligatory in the 

society of the Jews and the 

Christians as well. They have 

given examples that only 

immodest and indecent ladies 

used to expose their bodies. 

To date the ladies who expose 

their bodies in the name of 

modernity and progressive 

civilization represent the 

ladies of ancient times who 

were considered the ladies of 

market having no value and 

culture. The history is 

repeating itself. In the name of 

freedom we are exploiting and 

insulting the women folk. The 

woman has been turned into a 

purchasable commodity. It is 

happy omen that the Muslim 

society believes in the 

covering of the womenfolk but 

it is divided in its concept and 

practice as mentioned earlier. 

The Muslim world is divided 

in to three groups. First; those 
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who claim to be modern wear 

European dress. They do not 

care about the Quranic 

injunctions. They pay lip 

service to Islam. 

We can find some 

Muslim ladies 

wearing skirts or 

mini skirts in 

some Muslim 

countries like 

Turkey, Lebanon, 

Egypt and the 

Middle East. 

Second; there is 

an extreme known 

as retrogressive 

ladies. These 

ladies cover their 

bodies from top to toe. It is 

known as 'Burqa'. It is a kind 

of veil with eyeholes to it, 

covering the whole body from 

head to foot. You cannot see 

the face, hands or feet of the 

women. It is rampant in Saudi 

Arabia and in some other 

states. Third; we find some 

moderates who do not believe 

in extremism and give the 

moderate interpretation of 

religion.  These ladies neither 

wear western dress nor Saudi 

dress. They cover their bodies 

but do not cove    

hands and feet.    

wear scarf and  
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seems the pilgrimage gives 

women respect, place, position 

and status on the bases of 

knowledge, character, dignity 

and modesty. Islam does not 

make womenfolk as sex 

commodities or play things in 

the hands of commercialism.  

The female body is used for 

selling everything from 

cosmetics to clothing. The 

woman has been made a 

marketable commodity in the 

name of so called freedom. 

We must resist. We must give 

natural honor to women 

through Islamic teachings. 

 

In the end it is necessary to 

mention that the prohibition of 

scarf in schools or offices by 

the French government is 

discriminatory. It is against 

human rights. The French 

officials say that hijab is a 

religious symbol and must be 

prohibited. But the crux of the 

matter is that if some ladies 

are free to wear miniskirts or 

reveal their bodies how the 

other ladies can be asked not 

to cover their bodies. If the 

Jews can wear the Star of 

David or Yamaka (A skull cap 

worn by the Jews) and the 

Christians can wear the cross, 

then why only the Muslim 

women are asked not to wear 

scarf.  It is a discriminatory 

law and exhibits prejudice 

against Muslims.  

Let us respect the religious 

symbols and right of all 

believers and be tolerant to 

maintain a culture respecting 

Inter Faith dialogue and 

religious co-existence.

In Islamic terminology, one 

aspect of human soul is called 

lawwamah (self - reproaching 

spirit), it is one of the surest 

means of perfecting one's 

character and behaviour. As 

Hadhrat AIi (A.S) said:  

Check your account (of deeds) 

before you are called to 

runder it (after death, in 

presence of God) ". We must 

check our account and make 

up the shortcomings before it 

is too late." 

Realistic self-evaluation and 

self-criticism are essential for 

the development of the soul. 

Only in this way can we save 

our self from being a prey of 

conceit and pride. Before we 

go to sleep we must review the 

whole day, seeing whether our 

behaviour was up to the 

required standard of spiritual 

perfection. If we detect any 

slip, any wrong or any 

impurity, we must firmly 

resolve to amend it at once 

and repent sincerely. 

 

If we cultivate this habit of 

continuous self- criticism, we 

will progress, in no time at all, 

towards that stage of spiritual 

perfection which is called in 

Islam Mutmainnah when a 

soul feels rest and satisfaction 

by grace of Allah. But this 

self-criticism must begin 

before our vision has blurred, 

before evil makes a slave of 

our soul. Otherwise, we will 

fail to recognize the evil when 

we see it. 

 

When a murderer justifies 

(nay, really feels Justified in) 

his crime; when a robber 

thinks that, by his actions, he 

is rectifying the imbalance of 

the society, then only a special 

grace of God can save him 

from plunging into the lowest 

Hell of disgrace. 
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Unfortunately, modern society 

is heading blindly towards that 

same degradation. Social 

thinkers spend their whole 

energy in inventing new 

excuses for law-breakers. 

Stealing is white-washed by 

the impressive name of

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THE PARAGON OF REPENTANCE

Hazrat Havva (SA), who is 

popularly known in the non-

Islamic culture as Eve, is the 

mother of the human race and 

the wife of Hazrat Adam (AS), 

the father of all human beings. 

After creating the heavens and 

the earth, Allah created Hazrat 

Adam (AS) and as can be 

inferred from the Qur'anic 

verses, Allah created 

everything for mankind. In the 

words of the Glorious Qur'an: 

"He it is Who created for you 

all that is in the earth". (2:29) 

According to Islamic sources, 

the angels collected the clay 

from which the bodies of 

Adam (AS) and Hawa (SA) 

were to be made, from the four 

corners of the earth, after 

which their creation took place 

in the "superior" world. Adam 

(AS) and Hawa (SA) were 

created by Allah as having the 

same "nature". 

 

Allah first created Hazrat 

Adam (AS). Adam (AS) 

desired to have a companion 

and a confidant - and Allah 

created Hawa (SA). When 

Adam (AS) saw Hawa (SA) 

for the first time, he asked her 

who she was and why she had 

come to him. To this, Hawa 

(SA) replied: "Allah Almighty 

has appointed me as your 

companion; to be married to 

you." Adam (AS) was 

extremely happy to hear this 

and immediately prostrated to 

Allah as a sign of gratitude 

and thus, they were married by 

Allah's command. It has been 

said that Allah Himself read 

out their marriage vows. 

 

The Glorious Qur'an refers to 

the creation of a spouse for 

man as a divine sign and says: 

 

"And one of I f is signs is that 

He created mates for you from 

yourselves that you may find 

rest in them, and He put 

between you love and compas- 

sion; most surely there are 

signs in this for a people who 

reflect. " (30:21) 
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The holy verses of the 

Glorious Qur'an clearly 

suggest that Allah created 

Adam (AS) for life on earth, 

from the very beginning. 

According to the Divine Book: 

 

"And when your Lord said to 

the angels, I am going to place 

in the earth a khalif. " (2:30) It 

can be inferred from this 

radiant verse that Adam (AS) 

was created for life and death 

on earth, from the very 

beginning. And that Allah 

placed Adam (AS) and Hawa 

(SA) in Heaven for the 

purpose of testing them 

through which they became 

aware of a sense of "shame" 

(gaining awareness of their 

bareness) and their consequent 

descent to the 

earth·' 

 

It was Allah's will that the 

affairs of the earth be vested to 

this man and with this the 

freedom to endeavour towards 

its development and thus, to 

enjoy its bounties. Therefore. 

Allah blessed man with 

special qualities, abilities. 

talents, perception, and 

intellect so that he could 

shoulder the responsibility of 

being His vicegerent and  

could take on the leadership of 

creation. According to the 

Glorious Qur'an Allah taught 

lam (AS) the secrets of 

creation, in order to inform 

him of the secrets of the 

beings, their names. their 

qualities, and the philosophy 

behind their creation. Adam 

(AS) was also granted the 

ability tc me things' according 

to this verse, the Qur'an 

testifies: "And He' taught 

Adam all the names'. (2:3.1) 

after the completion of Adam's 

(AS) creation, all  angels   

were   commissioned   to   

prostrate   before him. In the 

words of the Glorious Qur'an: 

 

"And when We said to the 

angels: Make obeisance to 

Adam they did obeisance, but 

lblis (did it not). He refused 

and he was proud, and he -

was one of the unbelievers. 

(2:34) 

 

Allah's command to the angels 

to make obeisance to Adam 

(AS) is indicative of the 
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nobility and the greatness of 

man's status in the order of 

creation. 

 

lblis, also known as Satan, was 

not an angel, but he was 

placed among the angels. His 

disobedience and refusal to 

prostrate before Adam (AS) 

caused him to be driven away 

from Allah's proximity and to 

be cursed by Him. This made 

Satan determined to avenge 

Adam (AS). Adam's (AS) 

habitation in the Heaven and 

their subsequent descent to 

earth has been revealed in 

three different chapters of the 

Glorious Qur'an. In the Surah 

Baqarah, Allah says:                  

 "And We said: 0 Adam! Dwell 

you and your wife in the 

garden  and eat from it 

plenteous (food) wherever you 

wish and do not approach this 

tree, for then you will be of the 

unjust. (2:35)             

 

In this way Adam (AS) and        

Hawa (SA) were initially 

inhabited in Heaven, blessed 

with happiness and comfort, 

enjoying the   will be of t\ 

heavenly fruits. However, 

Allah had forbidden them 

from eating from a particular 

tree, informing them that they 

would be wronging 

themselves if they ate from 

that particular tree. 

 

Jealous of Adam's (AS) 

happiness and salvation, Satan 

decided to avenge him and 

deprive him of the heavenly 

blessings. Thus, he came to 

Adam (AS) and Hawa (SA) 

pretending to be a well wisher 

and deceived them. Allah 

consequently drove Adam 

(AS) and Hawa (SA) away 

from Heaven. The Glorious 

Qur'an narrates their lives in 

the following words: 

"But the Shaitan made them 

both fall from it, and caused 

them to depart from that 

(state) in which they were; and 

We said: Get forth, some of 

you being the enemies of 

others, and there is for you in 

the earth an abode and a 

provision for a time. " (2:36) 

 

At this time Adam (AS) 

realized that he had truly 

wronged himself and had been 

driven away from a beautiful 
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and serene atmosphere to a 

troublesome environment. He 

then received effective words 

from his Lord that made him 

repent bitterly and sincerely; 

and Allah then accepted his 

repentance. The Glorious 

Qur'an says: 

 

"Then Adam received (some) 

words from his Lord, so He 

turned to him mercifully; 

surely He is oft-returning (to 

mercy), the Merciful. " (2:37) 

A lot of speculation has taken 

place as to what words Allah 

had taught Adam (AS) for the 

purpose of his repentance. 

However, most interpreters 

believe that the words have 

been revealed in the Surah 

A'raf say 

 

"They said: Our Lord! We 

have been unjust to ourselves, 

and if Thou forgive us not, and 

have (not) mercy on us, we 

shall certainly be of the losers. 

" (7:23) 

 

According to the Glorious 

Qur'an both Adam (AS) and 

Hawa (SA) had disobeyed the 

Lord, and.   Thus, both had to 

go through the   consequences 

together. This is contradictory 

to the biblical suggestions that 

"Eve" was the one who was 

tricked by Satan, and who in 

turn convinced Adam (AS) to 

commit sin; thus, making 

woman the unjust,  cause of 

the downfall of man. 

Interestingly, we find that 

although all Islamic 

interpretations regarding this 

subject say that both Adam 

(AS) and Hawa (SA) 

disobeyed the Lord together, 

however, many interpreters 

suggest that since man is 

supposed to be ruled more by 

the intellect as opposed to the 

woman who is ruled mainly by 

the emotions, Adam (AS) may 

be considered to be more 

responsible. However, since 

they both repented sincerely 

and asked for forgiveness 

from Allah, they were both 

forgiven by the Merciful, 

Compassionate Allah Who 

accepts the sincere repentance 

of His servants.

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DID THE PROPHET ASSIGN HIS 

SUCCESSOR? 
 

The Prophet, who loved Islam 

more than His own life and 

knew best of all that the true 

Islam must be kept safe 

forever, could not 

pass away 

without having 

introduced His 

God-selected 

successor. 

 

The great Prophet 

of Islam gave 

much importance 

to the issue. From 

the very beginning of his 

mission and in many different 

occasions. He did introduce 

His successor in a clear way. 

One reflecting on the 

Prophet’s words will sure find 

out that He was regarding Ali 

and his pure descendants as 

His successors and did not 

mean anyone else. 

 

Now we drow the reader's 

attention to some examples of 

the Prophet's words in this 

regard: 

1. At the beginning of His 

mission, the Prophet of Islam 

gathered His relatives in 

Mecca and said: 

"Ali will be the 

executor of my 

will and my 

successor 

among you and 

you all must 

obey him.” 

 

2. Both Shi'ate 

and sunni 

Ulamas have 

narrated that the Prophet of 

Islam had said in public 

gatherings: 

 

"I leave two precious things 

amongst you; if you follow 

them you" will never go 

astray:  

 

1. The Quran, God's book  

2. My household."  

 

"Lest you should keep distance 

from them nor overtake them 

or" "you will lose your way.

By "Household" is certainly 

meant the core of revelation 

and inspiration; that is Ali and 

his pure descendants. Because 

the Prophet himself has 

repeatedly introduced them 

and they were the only persons 

who had no errors and 

mistakes and whose obedience 

never ends to deviation. 

 

3. Ahmad b. 

Hanbal, one of the 

greatest Sunni 

Jurists, writes: 

"The Prophet of 

Islam said to Ali: 

You have the 

authority- wilayat 

over each believer, 

on my behalf.

4. Scholars in Hadith i.e., 

traditions, have commonly 

cited that the Holy Prophet, in 

the last year of His life after 

performing Hajj pilgrimage, at 

a site called Ghadir Khomm, 

stood before thousands of 

people and said: 

"My death is approaching and 

I will soon leave you." Then 

He raised Ali's hand and said: 

"Ali will be the lord and the 

guardian of whomever I am  

his lord" and guardian. 

 

5. There are many traditions 

available, bearing that the 

Prophet of Islam said: 

 

"My successors 

are twelve and all 

are from the 

Quraish tribe." 

Some of these 

traditions even 

describe the 

qualifications of 

the pure Imams 

and mention their 

blessed names'  

 

The above examples, some of 

which are communicated to 

the people at the time of the 

Prophet's death and in the last 

year of His life, clearly shows 

who should hold the Muslims 

affairs after the Holy Prophet.

KHUMS 

Khums is obligatory annual 

due of one fifth of the 

individual's wealth as 

determined by assessment of 

the following items: 

 

1. Income through business 

profit  or  through  wages or 

salary. 

2. On the wealth mixed with 

illegal wealth.  

3. Wealth extracted from the 

earth through mining (gold, 

silver and the like).  

4. Buried wealth. 

5. Wealth taken from the bed 

of the sea (such as pearls).  

6, Land taken from the Kafir-

e-zimmi.  

7. Booty acquired through 

holy war. 

 

Khums should be assessed 

from the annual net profit of 

business ; that is, after 

expenses have been deducted. 

Income of every kind must be 

assessed m this way, with 

khums representing one fifth 

of the net gain. 

 

Khum is not required from 

inheritance, but it is obligatory 

from property obtained by 

chance or as a gift. 

 

If one has neglected to pay  

khums from his net income 

and does not know how much 

should be paid, he must 

consult a mujtihid to 

determine what provision he 

should make. 

 

If legitimately  earned  income  

is mixed with ill-gotton gains, 

khums must still be taken 

there from. 

 

If an  individual  takes  interest 

(Rebh)  from  another 

individual and adds this 

amount in with his 

legitimately earned income, 

but later finds that the taking 
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of interest is forbidden,  his  

income  may  be legitimised 

by returning the amount of 

interest to the payer or 

repaying him a satisfactory 

equivalent 

 

If  the  illegitimate   portion  of  

gain  be   

determined but 

the original payer 

cannot be found, 

the amount should 

be given out in 

charity.  If 

however, the 

original payer is later found 

and he does not accept the 

charity given out of the 

original sum, he must be 

reimbursed accordingly, in 

addition to the outlay for 

charity. 

 

MINERAL WEALTH  

 

One fifth of the produce of 

mines should be paid out in 

khums, after the expenses of 

labour and overhead are 

deducted.  Khums is 

obligatory if the quantity 

extracted from mine is 

equivalent of the cost of 75 

grammes of gold or 525 

grammes of silver. 

All produce of mines must be 

subject to khums, such as coal, 

marble, cornelian, turquoise, 

etc. 

 

Khums is obligatory upon 

"buried wealth', that 

is, wealth which has 

been discovered and 

of which no owner 

is determined.   In  

this  case  also,  the  

minimum  taxable 

quantity in the 

equivalent of 75 grammes of 

gold or 525 grammes of silver. 

 

Khums must be levied on any 

produce of the sea bed, 

assessed from the minimum 

value of one misqal (or 18 

grains). 

 

If Kafir-e-Zimmi buys land 

from a Muslim, he  must pay 

Khums on it, and it is the right 

of a high religious leader to 

take such from him.  If the 

land is built upon or in any 

other way developed, Khums 

upon the  land only is 

obligatory. 
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
